And when she was finished she looked at me and 
said, “For the first time in my life, I feel clean and 
new.” 
     With my help she found a good church and be-
gan attending regularly. I still see her occasionally. 
She will pop into the office and tell me how things 
are going. 
     We always have a couple of good laughs, which 
is something that she was quite incapable of when 
we met all those years ago.  She also tells me how 
much she loves her Heavenly Father. 
     Life for Ann is not perfect… but she knows that 
she has perfect love from her Heavenly Father and 
she knows she will be alright.

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     Over a five week period, an average of ten Sunday 
school children joined together on Sunday afternoons to 
create two baby crib quilts. The children did all the work 
involved including picking out the material to use, pin-
ning, sewing, ironing, and even assembling the quilt with 
batting. They learned how sew two sides together and to 
“tuft” with a needle and thread. Almost none of them had 
sewn before.  
     The enthusiasm from the children was palpable. They 
really enjoyed sewing on the machines and pinning the 
material, without pinning their fingers!  One of the 
youngest boys, Duncan Bauserman, was learning how to 
“tuft” with a needle and thread, and exclaimed, “This is 
so fun! I’ve never sewn before!”  The older boys really 
excelled in working on the sewing machines. Greyson 
Bauserman was a wiz at sewing his 4x4 squares together, 
with a huge grin on his face! The girls enjoyed matching 
up colors and patterns. There were also several adult vol-
unteers who offered their assistance and made it all pos-
sible!!  
     Then, the children were introduced to The Crisis 
Pregnancy Center located in Unionville, CT, and there 
was a discussion about donating the quilts to them. The 
Crisis Pregnancy Center is a non-profit, volunteer, Chris-
tian agency which seeks to  provide assistance and sup-
port to pregnant women in crisis helping to meet their 
needs in order to bring their babies to term.  
     The adults talked to the children about women who 
are pregnant and in need of help, and how the quilts 
would go to a mother and her baby who needed it.                    
        It was a heartfelt and wonderful conversation with 
the children. The quilts were blessed on Mother’s Day 
during the worship service, and were then delivered to 
The Crisis Pregnancy Center.  

Overall it was a wonderful experience for the chil-
dren, the adult volunteers and all involved. The adults 
gave of their materials and the children gave of their 
time – a truly complete outreach experience!
